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PREFACE

The Malaysia Standard Industrial Classification (MSIC) 2025 is the sixth edition of the national
standard for classifying economic activities, developed by the Department of Statistics, Malaysia
(DOSM). The MSIC 2025 conforms to the International Standard Industrial Classification of Al
Economic Activities (ISIC) Revision 5, published by the United Nations Statistics Division, with
some modifications to meet national requirements as well as ensuring international comparability.
The MSIC is used to classify entities based on the economic activities they carry out and its set of
activity categories can be utilised for the collection, compilation, and dissemination of statistics.

The structure of the Malaysian economy has undergone significant changes as a result of new
economic activities, technological developments, and shifts in the business environment.
Consequently, the classification of industry must be revised to reflect the current structure and the
emergence of new industries in Malaysia. This publication updates the Malaysia Standard
Industrial Classification (MSIC) 2008, which previously served as the main reference for
classifying all economic activities.

The review of the MSIC was conducted through a series of engagements involving
representatives from various ministries and government agencies, as well as divisions within the
Department and DOSM State Offices. The MSIC 2025 will benefit both the public and private
sectors, particularly tax administrators, business registrars, policymakers, and researchers, by
ensuring the consistency and comparability of data.

DOSM gratefully acknowledges the cooperation and contributions of all parties in making this
publication a success. All feedback and suggestions for improving future publication is highly
appreciated.

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4. STRUCTURE AND CODING SYSTEM OF THE CLASSIFICATION

41 The MSIC is a classification with a hierarchical structure. The MSIC codes are divided
into 22 Sections, denoted by single capital letters, which represent the highest level
of aggregation. Each Section consists of one or more Divisions as shown below:

4.2 While Sections are assigned by capital letters, the sequence numbers used in MSIC
codes can be interpreted as follows: the first two digits indicate the Division; the first
three digits identify the Group; the first four digits represent the Class; and the first
five digits specify the ltem. MSIC comprises 22 Sections, which are further subdivided
into 88 Divisions, 260 Groups, 467 Classes and 1,248 ltems at the most detailed level.

4.4 The digit '9' in the last digit position of a code usually denotes residual activities
grouped at the respective level of detail. These residual activities do not usually
constitute homogeneous primary activity groups but rather diverse activities which are
not sufficiently significant to justify separate codes. They are grouped together as a
separate category to ensure that no activities, however small or insignificant, are
excluded from the classification structure.

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5. PRINCIPAL, SECONDARY AND ANCILLARY ACTIVITY

5.1

ISIC is a classification according to kind of economic activity. The scope has been
limited to classify units engaged in economic production, as defined by the System of
National Accounts (SNA). Economic production as was activities carried out under the
control and responsibility of institutional unit, by using labor, capital, and other inputs
to produce goods and services.

5.2 Aneconomic activity can be distinguished into three types:

o Principal activity refers to the activity that contributes the most to the value
added of the goods and services produced by the economic unit, or the activity
with the highest value added among the activities of the unit. The relevant
valuation concept is gross value added at basic prices, defined as the difference
between output at basic prices and intermediate consumption at purchaser’s
prices.

e Secondary activity refers to each separate activity undertaken by the economic
unit that produces products or services for third parties which is not the unit's
principal activity.

o Ancillary activity refers to activity undertaken to support the main productive
activities of an economic unit by providing goods or services entirely or primarily
for the use of that unit. Examples of such activities are bookkeeping,
transportation, storage, purchasing, sales promotion, cleaning, repair and
maintenance, security, etc.

6. STATISTICAL UNITS

6.1

6.2

Statistical units may be defined as the entities about which information is sought and
about which statistics are ultimately compiled. These may be identifiable legal or
physical entities or statistical constructs. The systematic description of the economy,
as represented by SNA, analyses two interrelated types of transactors and
transactions that require two levels of statistical units. The establishment, in
combination with ISIC and CPC, is used for the analysis of transactions in goods and
services and for compilation of the production account. The enterprise is used as the
statistical unit for compilation of income accounts, accumulation accounts and
balance sheet accounts, as well as in the institutional sector classification of economic
entities.

Establishment

The establishment is defined as an enterprise or part of an enterprise that is situated
in a single location and in which only a single (non-ancillary) productive activity is
carried out or in which the principal productive activity accounts for most of the value
added.

ISIC is designed for grouping units engaged in similar activities for the purpose of
analysing production and compiling production statistics. Although it is possible to
classify enterprises according to their principal activity using ISIC and to group them
into industries, some of the resulting industries are likely to be very heterogeneous

when enterprises have secondary activities that are very different from their principal
activities. It therefore becomes necessary to partition large and complex enterprises
into more homogeneous units, for which production data can be compiled. This is
particularly important for enterprises that account for a large proportion of the value
added of particular industries or the economy as a whole.

Although the definition of an establishment allows for the possibility that there may be
one or more secondary activities carried out, they should be small in magnitude
compared with the principal activity. If a secondary activity within an establishment is
as important, or nearly as important, as the principal activity, then the unit is more like
alocal unit (see 6.5.2). It should be subdivided so that the secondary activity is treated
as taking place within an establishment separate from that in which the principal
activity takes place.

In the case of most small and medium-sized businesses, the enterprise and the
establishment will be identical. Large and complex enterprises that are engaged in
many economic activities belonging to different ISIC industries will be composed of
more than one establishment, provided that smaller, more homogeneous production
units can be identified for which production data can be compiled.

Enterprise

Enterprise is an institutional unit in its capacity as a producer of goods and services.
An enterprise is an economic transactor with autonomy in respect of financial and
investment decision making, as well as authority and responsibility for allocating
resources for the production of goods and services. It may be engaged in one or more
productive activities.

An enterprise may be a corporation (or quasi-corporation), a non-profit institution or
an unincorporated enterprise. Corporate enterprises and non-profit institutions are
complete institutional units. On the other hand, the term “unincorporated enterprise”
refers to an institutional unit, a household or government unit, only in its capacity as
a producer of goods and services.

The enterprise is the level of statistical unit at which all information relating to its
transactions, including financial and balance-sheet accounts, are maintained, and
from which international transactions, an international investment position (when
applicable), consolidated financial position and net worth can be derived.

Other statistical units

The concept of the establishment combines both a kind-of-activity dimension and a
locality dimension. The concept is based on the assumption that the aim of the
statistical programme is to compile data that is classified both by activity and by
geographical region. In circumstances in which precision in either the geographic or
the activity dimension is not required, there are other units that may be used as
statistical units for the compilation of production or production-related statistics.
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6.4.1 Kind-of-activity unit
A kind-of-activity unit is an enterprise or part of an enterprise that engages in
only one kind of productive activity or in which the principal productive activity
accounts for most of the value added. Compared with the establishment, in the
case of such a unit, there is no restriction on the geographic area in which the
activity is carried out but it is characterized by homogeneity of activity.

6.4.2 Local unit

A local unit is defined as an enterprise or a part of an enterprise (for example,
a workshop, factory, warehouse, office, mine or depot) which engages in
productive activity at or from one location. The definition has only one
dimension, in that it does not refer to the kind of activity that is carried out.
When the criterion of kind-of-activity unit and the local unit are combined, the
resulting concept corresponds to the operational definition of the
establishment.

6.4.3 Unit of homogeneous production

Units that are defined to be optimal for a particular type of analysis are
described as analytical units. Establishments are designed to be units that are
more suitable for analysis of production in which the technology of production
plays an important role. However, the appropriate analytical unit for the
purposes of input-output analysis is a unit of homogeneous production that is
defined as a production unit in which only a single (non-ancillary) productive
activity is carried out. Units of homogeneous production are independent of the
location of the activity.

If it is desired to compile production accounts and input-output transaction
tables by region, it is necessary to treat units of homogeneous production
located in different places as separate units even though they may be engaged
in the same activity and belong to the same institutional unit.

7. CLASSIFICATION OF STATISTICAL UNITS

7.1

General guidelines

A unit may perform one or more economic activities falling into one or more categories
of ISIC, Rev. 5. Units are classified according to their principal activity. In practice, the
majority of production units perform activities of a mixed character. The identification
of a principal activity is necessary to allocate a unit to a particular ISIC, Rev. 5
category.

The activity classification of each unit is determined by the ISIC class in which the
principal activity or range of activities of the unit is included. All activities are
considered when determining the principal activity, but only the principal activity is
used to classify a unit. The principal activity of the unit in general can usually be
determined from the goods that it sells or ships or the services that it renders to other
units or consumers. However, the descriptions and explanatory notes of the individual

classes in ISIC should be used to determine the activities carried out in terms of ISIC
categories, using not only the output structure but also the input structure and most
importantly the production process.

Ideally, the principal activity of the unit should be determined with reference to the
value added to the goods and services produced. The relevant valuation concept is
gross value added at basic prices, defined as the difference between output at basic
prices and intermediate consumption at purchaser’s prices.

Value-added substitute

In order to determine the principal activity of a unit, the shares of value added by that
unit to the activities falling into different categories of ISIC Rev. 5 have to be known.
In practice, however, it is often impossible to obtain the information on value added of
the different activities performed and the activity classification has to be determined
by using by other substitute criteria, such as substitutes based on output and
substitutes based on input.

Substitutes based on output, such as:
i. The gross output of the unit that is attributable to the goods or services
associated with each activity.
ii. The value of sales or shipments of those groups of products falling into each
category of activity.

Substitutes based on input, such as:
i. Salaries and wages attributable to the different activities.
ii. Hours worked attributable to the different activities.
iii. Employment according to the proportion of people engaged in the different
activities of the unit.
iv. Capital intensity attributable to the different activities.

Ideally, the principal activity of the unit should be determined with selecting the activity
that contributes the most using the top-down method.

The top-down method

The top-down method follows a hierarchical principle: the classification of a unit at the
lowest level of the classification must be consistent with the classification of the unit
at the higher levels. To satisfy this condition the process starts with the identification
of the relevant category at the highest level and progresses down through the levels
of the classification in the following way:

Step 1: Identify the section that has the highest share of the value added.

Step 2: Within this section, identify the Division that has the highest share of the value
added.

Step 3: Within this division, identify the Group that has the highest share of the value
added.

Step 4: Within this group, identify the Class that has the highest share of value added.

Step 5: Within this class, identify the Item that has the highest share of value added.

The principal activity is therefore 28220 (Manufacture of metal-forming machinery
and machine tools), although the class with the biggest share of value added is class
46591 (Wholesale of office machinery and business equipment).

Approach of vertical integration

The vertical integration of activities occurs wherever the different stages of
production are carried out in succession by the same unit and the output of one
process serves as input to the next. Examples of common vertical integration
include tree felling and subsequent on-site sawmilling, a clay pit combined with
a brickworks or production of synthetic fibres in a textile mill.

In consequence, a unit with a vertically integrated chain of activities should be
classified to the class corresponding to the principal activity within this chain,
i.e., the activity accounting for the largest share of value added, as determined
by the top-down method. It should be noted that the term “activity” in this context
is used for each step in the production process that is defined in a separate
ISIC class, even though the output of each step may not be intended for sale.

If value added or substitutes for the individual steps in a vertically integrated
process cannot be determined directly from accounts maintained by the unit
itself, comparisons with other units (e.g., based on market prices for
intermediate and final products) could be used. If it is still impossible to
determine the share of value added (or its substitutes) for the different stages
in the chain of production activities, the unit should then be classified based on
its final activity.

Approach of horizontal integration

7.8.1

Horizontal integration occurs when an activity results in end-products with
different characteristics. This could theoretically be interpreted as activities
carried out simultaneously using the same factors of production, in which case
it would often be impossible to separate such activities statistically into different
processes, assign them to different units or generally provide separate data for
them, nor would rules relying on allocation of value added or similar measures
be applicable. Alternative indicators, such as gross output, might sometimes be
applicable, but there is no general rule for identifying the single activity that best
represents the mix included in this horizontal integration.

7.8.2 Since patterns of horizontal integration have been considered in the preparation
of the classification, in many cases commonly integrated activities are included
in the same class of ISIC even though their outputs have quite different
characters. For example, the production of crude glycerol is classified in ISIC
Class 2023 (Manufacture of soap and detergents, cleaning and polishing
preparations, perfumes and toilet preparations), while the production of
synthetic glycerol is classified in Class 2011 (Manufacture of basic chemicals).
Crude glycerol is a by-product of soap manufacturing and therefore the
production process of crude glycerol cannot be separated from the production
process of soap; as a result, both productive activities have to be classified in
the same ISIC class, even though their physical output is quite different. On the
other hand, the production of synthetic glycerol is a chemical process quite
distinct from the production of crude glycerol and these two activities are
classified separately even though their physical output is quite similar. Another
example would be the production of electricity through a waste-incineration
process. The activity of waste disposal and the activity of electricity production
cannot be separated in this case and ISIC assigns them, by convention, to
Class 3821.

E-commerce

E-commerce refers to business transactions that transfer the ownership of goods or
services through the internet or other electronic means. Such units are classified
according to the industry of their principal activity. Therefore, production units
engaged in e-commerce may be found in any industry within the ISIC.

Repair and maintenance
No single high-level category exists that would cover all repair activities. Based on the
type of good repaired, the activities are classified as follows:
(@)  Repair and maintenance of machinery and equipment is classified in Division
33
(b)  Repair of buildings and civil engineering works in Division 43
()  Repair and maintenance of computers, personal and household goods are
classified in Division 95

Units that engage in factory rebuilding or overhaul of aircraft, locomotives, railroad
cars and ships are not included in Division 33. Instead, they are classified in Division
30, in the same classes as the units that manufacture them.

Factoryless goods producer (FGP)

7.11.1  An FGP is a principal that controls the production of a good by undertaking
the entrepreneurial steps and providing the technical specifications required
to produce the good, but that fully outsources the material transformation
process required to produce the output. A principal in Section C
(Manufacturing) should not only own the final output, but also satisfy one of
the following conditions: a) it owns the input materials to the production
process, or b) it owns the intellectual property products (IPP). ISIC Rev. 5
continues to classify FGPs in Section C in the same class where they would
have been classified if they carried out the manufacturing process

themselves.

7.11.2 A principal who engages an external party to perform the transformation
process but does not own the input materials, and does not supply inputs of
intellectual property as in the case of FGPs, is in fact buying the completed
good from the contractor with the intention to re-sell it. Such an activity is
classified in Section G (Wholesale and retail trade; Repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles), specifically according to the type of sale and the specific
type of good sold.

Intermediation services

7.12.1 Non-financial intermediation services activities defined as activities that
facilitate transactions between buyers and sellers for the ordering and/or
delivering of goods and services for a fee or commission, without supplying
the services or taking ownership of the goods that are intermediated. These
activities can be carried out on digital platforms or through non-digital
channels. Revenue for the intermediation activities can include other sources
of income, such as revenues from sale of advertising space. This definition
excludes financial and insurance/takaful service activities, which are
classified in section L “Financial and insurance/takaful activities”.

7.12.2 To reflect these activities in ISIC Rev. 5, separate groups or classes have
been created in the divisions where these goods and services are produced.
Thus, those new categories, combined with previously dedicated categories,
can identify all non-financial intermediation services which are now a
significant component in the delivery of the underlying good or service of the
respective divisions. A dedicated Class 8240 was created to include all
intermediation services that are not elsewhere classified (except financial
intermediation and intermediation service activities for telecommunications
activities).

Financial activities

The provision of financial intermediation services facilitated by information and
communication technology (digital technologies) is as well integrated in Section L
“Financial and insurance/takaful activities”. No new groups and classes have been
created for the classification of activities carried out by financial technology companies
(fintech) that are using digital techniques to provide, improve or increase access to
financial services. Such activities will be integrated in the existing structure of ISIC
Rev. 5, since these are not actually viewed as new activities, but just being provided
via a new modality. Fintech companies are classified based on their principal
economic activity.

Government activities

ISIC does not make any distinction regarding the institutional sector to which a
statistical unit belongs. For instance, there is no category that would describe all
activities carried out by a government as such. Activities carried out by government
units that are specifically attributable to other areas of ISIC should be classified in the
appropriate class of ISIC and not in Section P or Division 84 (Public administration
and defence; compulsory social security). For instance, public hospitals run by a
government unit will be classified in Class 8610, together with hospitals run by private
organisations, by non-profit organisations, and military-base and prison hospitals.

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7.15 On-site installation
Units principally engaged in the installation or assembly of items or equipment in
buildings for their functioning are classified in the construction section (see division
43). Installation of machinery and other equipment other than those linked to the
functioning of buildings (or civil engineering works) is classified in Group 332
"Installation of industrial machinery and equipment".

8 STRUCTURAL CHANGES IN THE MSIC 2025

8.1

INTRODUCTION

In general, the frameworks of MSIC 2025 and MSIC 2008 version 1.0 are broadly
similar. However, due to the expansion of certain types of industries, specific areas in
the MSIC have been given greater emphasis, resulting in an increase from 21 to 22
Sections. A comparison of the number of codes at various levels between MSIC 2025
and MSIC 2008 version 1.0 is shown in the following table:

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8.2 Some of the major changes introduced in the MSIC 2025 are listed below:

Agriculture, forestry and fishing
A new group 033 “Support activities for fishing and aquaculture” and a new class
0330 “Support activities for fishing and aquaculture” were created.

Manufacturing

Manufacture of other food products n.e.c. (class 1079) was split into two separate
classes: 1076 “Processing of coffee and tea” and 1079 “Manufacture of other food
products n.e.c.”. Similarly, Manufacture of malt liquors and malt (class 1103) was
divided into two classes: 1103 “Manufacture of beer” and 1104 “Manufacture of
malt.” In Class 2610 was broken down into Class 2611 “Manufacture of solar cells,
solar panels and photovoltaic inverters” and Class 2619 “Manufacture of other
electronic components and boards”. Additionally, Class 3100 “Manufacture of
furniture” was refined into two distinct categories: 3101 “Manufacture of wooden
furniture” and 3102 “Manufacture of other furniture”.

Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply

Restructuring of Group 351 and Class 3510 “Electric power generation,
transmission and distribution”; intermediation activities under Group 351 will now
be included in Group 354 “Activities of brokers and agents for electric power and
natural gas”; and breakdown of Class 3510 in four new classes, 3511 “Electric
power generation activities from non-renewable sources”, 3512 “Electric power
generation activities from renewable sources”, 3513 “Electric power transmission
and distribution activities”, and 3540 “Activities of brokers and agents for electric
power and natural gas”.

Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities
The scope of Class 3900 “Remediation and other waste management services
activities” has been clarified by making explicit reference to carbon capture and
storage activities in the explanatory notes.

Wholesale and retail trade

Division 45 “Wholesale and retail trade and repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles” has been eliminated in ISIC Rev. 5. However, this division has been
retained based on the ISIC Rev. 4 classification due to the reporting practices of
major establishments, where it is often difficult to distinguish between wholesale
and retail activities. Additionally, its removal would have significant implications
for the compilation of indicators and statistics for this subsector. In line with this,
Group 953 “Repair and maintenance of motor vehicles and motorcycles” which is
placed under Section T in ISIC Rev. 5, has been reinstated under Division 45.
Group 478 “Retail sale via stalls and markets” and 479 “Retail trade not in stores,
stalls or markets” of ISIC Rev. 5 have been dropped and the activities re-assigned
to existing retail trade categories as appropriate, although these codes may have
been re-used in the structure to describe different activities.

Accommodation and food services activities
ISIC Rev.4 Group 551 and class 5510 “Short term accommodation activities”

13
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have been split to form two groups: Group 551 “Hotels and similar
accommodation activities” containing a single class 5510 “Hotels and similar
accommodation activities” and Group 552 “Other short-term accommodation
activities” containing a single class 5520 “Other short-term accommodation
activities”. Intermediation activities included in Group 551 in ISIC Rev.4 are now
classified in Group 554 “Intermediation service activities for accommodation” in
ISIC Rev.5, same for the equivalent activities at the class level from class 5510
in ISIC Rev.4 to new class 5540 ‘“Intermediation service activities for
accommodation” in ISIC Rev.5.

Information and communication

ISIC Rev. 4 Section J has been split into two sections: Section J “Publishing,
broadcasting, and content production and distribution activities” and Section K
“Telecommunications, computer programming, consultancy, computing
infrastructure and other information service activities”. The first Section J,
“Publishing, broadcasting, and content production and distribution activities”,
includes mainly the existing Divisions 58, 59 and 60, as well as news agencies
and post-production recording conversion services to streaming formats, formerly
in Division 63; the second section new section (for which code K will be re-used)
“Telecommunications, computer ~ programming, consulting, computing
infrastructure, and other information service activities”, includes mainly existing
Divisions 61, 62 and part of 63. Creation of a new group 603 “News agency and
other content distribution activities” composed of Classes 6031 “News agency
activities” (moved from ISIC Rev. 4 Class 6391) and 6039 “Social network sites
and other content distribution activities” (new class). Removal of the distinction at
the group level between wired, wireless, and satellite telecommunications
activities. Groups 611, 612 and 613 have been merged into one only Group 611
“Wired, wireless and satellite telecommunication activities” containing a single
Class 6110 “Wired, wireless and satellite telecommunication activities”. Group
620 has been broken down into Groups 621 “Computer programming activities”,
622 “Computer consultancy and computer faciliies management activities”, and
629 “Other information technology and computer service activities”. Class 6201
“Computer programming activities” has been broken down into Class 6211
“Development of video games, video game software, and video game software
tools” and Class 6219 “Other computer programming activities”. Class 6202
“Computer consultancy activities and computer facilities management activities”
has been recoded to 6222 and Class 6209 “Other information technology and
computer service activities” has been recoded to 6290. Group 631 “Data
processing, hosting and related activities; web portals” has been transferred into
Group 591 “Motion picture, video and television programme activities”, Group 592
“Sound recording and music publishing activities”, Group 631 “Computing
infrastructure, data processing, hosting and related activities” and Group 639
“Web search portals activities and other information service activities. After the
change, group 631 in ISIC Rev. 5 “Computing infrastructure, data processing,
hosting and related activities” contains a single class 6310 “Computing
infrastructure, data processing, hosting and related activities” to include activities
such as cloud infrastructure and platform provision (laaS, PaaS) and cloud
computing (except software publishing and computer systems design) whether or
not in combination with infrastructure provision, distributed ledger (blockchain)
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technology data processing activities and technical infrastructure provisioning
services related to streaming. ISIC Rev. 5 group 639 “Web search portal activities
and other information service activities” contains a single class: 6390 “Web
search portal activities and other information service activities”. This class has
been created to cover activities of web sites that use a search engine to generate
and maintain extensive databases of Internet addresses and content in an easily
searchable format (known as Web search portals).

Financial and insurance activities

ISIC Rev. 4 Section K has been renamed to Section L. Under Group 642
“Activities of holding companies”, the class has been split into two: Class 6421
“Activities of holding companies” and Class 6422 “Activities of financing conduits”.
Under Group 643 “Activities of trusts, funds and similar financial entities”, the
class has been broken down into three classes: Class 6431 “Activities of money
market funds”, Class 6432 “Activities of non-money market investments funds”
and Class 6433 “Activities of trust, estate and agency accounts”. Under Group
649 “Other financial service activities, except insurance/takaful and pension
funding activities”, Class 6492 in ISIC Rev. 4 has been broken down into four
classes: Class 6492 "International trade financing activities", Class 6493
"Factoring activities", Class 6494 "Securitisation activities", and Class 6495
"Other credit granting activities" in ISIC Rev. 5.

Real estate activities

ISIC Rev. 4 Section L has been renamed to Section M. Activity of “Development
of building projects” in Section F Group 410 has been moved out to Section M
Group 681 “Real estate activities with own property or leased property”.

Professional, scientific and technical activities

ISIC Rev. 4 Section M has been renamed to Section N. ISIC Rev. 4 Group 702
“Management consultancy activities” has been splitinto Group 702 “Business and
other management consultancy activities” containing a single class 7020
“Business and other management consultancy activities” and a new group 733
“Public relations activities” containing a single new class 7330 “Public relations
activities”. Group 749 “Other professional, scientific and technical activities n.e.c.”
has been split into a new group 743 “Translation and interpretation activities”
containing a single class 7430 “Translation and interpretation activities” and
Group 749 “Other professional, scientific and technical activities n.e.c.” containing
a new class 7491 “Patent brokering and marketing service activities” and a
residual class 7499 “All other professional, scientific and technical activities
n.e.c.”.

Administrative and support service activities

ISIC Rev. 4 Section N has been renamed to Section O. Group 749 has been split
into a new group 743 “Translation and interpretation activities” and Group 749
“Other professional, scientific and technical activities n.e.c.”. Class 7722 “Rental
of video tapes and disks” has been dropped and its content taken over by Class
7729 “Rental and leasing of other personal and household goods”. Group 783
“Other human resources provision” and Class 7830 with the same name, have
been dropped and their content taken over by renamed Group 782 “Temporary
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employment agency activities and other human resource provisions” containing
a single renamed Class 7820 “Temporary employment agency activities and
other human resource provisions” respectively. Groups 801 “Private security
activities”, 802 “Security systems service activities” and 803 “Investigation
activities” have been integrated into one new group with a re-used code 801
“Investigation and security activities”. Classes 8010 “Private security activities”
and 8030 “Investigation activities” expired as a result, while their activities
proceed in one emerging class 8011 “Investigation and private security activities”.
Class 8020 "Security systems service activities” is now part of a new residual
Class 8019 “Security activities n.e.c.”. The scope of Class 8130 “Landscape
service activities” was clarified by making explicit reference to activities on
managing and conserving ecosystem and biodiversity in the explanatory notes.
Classes 8211 and 8219 have been merged into one new class 8210 “Office
administrative and support activities”.

Public administration and defence; compulsory society security

ISIC Rev.4 Section O has been renamed to Section P. Class 8412 “Regulation of
the activities of providing health care, education, cultural services and other social
services, excluding social security” has been split into class 8412 “Regulation of
the activities of providing health care, education, cultural services and other social
services, excluding social security and environment” and class 8413 (code re-
used with a different scope) “Regulation of the activities of providing
environmental services”.

Education

ISIC Rev. 4 Section P has been renamed to Section Q. The content of this section
was adapted to the new International Standard of Classification of Education
(ISCED). ISCED classification by splitting Group 851 “Pre-primary and primary
education” into Group 851 “pre-primary education” containing a single class “pre-
primary education” and Group 852 “primary education” containing a single class
“primary education”. The ISIC Rev. 4 Group 852 “Secondary education” is
recoded and renamed in ISIC Rev. 5 as Group 853 “Secondary and post-
secondary non-tertiary education”. Also, Class 8521 “General secondary
education” has been split into Class 8351 “General secondary education” and
new class 8533 “Post-secondary non-tertiary education” (which was previously
included in General secondary education category). The latter also includes now
technical and vocational secondary education which can be considered ‘post-
secondary non-tertiary education’ (from class 8522).

Human health and social work activities

ISIC Rev. 4 Section Q has been renamed to Section R. Class 8690 “Other human
health activities” has been split into 2 Classes: 8691 “Intermediation service
activities for medical, dental, and other human health services” and 8699 “Other
human health activities n.e.c.”. All intermediation service activities have been
moved from Groups 871-873 to the new class 8691.

Arts, sports and recreation
ISIC Rev. 4 Section R has been renamed to Section S “Arts, sports and
recreation”. Division 90 is renamed to “Arts creation and performing arts
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activities”, with a complete restructuring of the division with the addition of new
groups 901 “Arts creation activities”, 902 “Activities of performing arts” and 903
“Support activities to arts creation and performing arts” with the corresponding
new classes. Division 91 is renamed to “Libraries, archives, museums and other
cultural activities”, with a complete restructuring of the division with the addition
of new groups: 911 “Library and archive activities”, 912 “Museum, collection,
historical site and monument activities”, 913 “Conservation, restoration and other
support activities for cultural heritage” and 914 “Botanical and zoological garden
and nature reserve activities” with the corresponding classes.

Other service activities

ISIC Rev. 4 Section S has been renamed to Section T. Merger of ISIC Rev. 4
Classes 9511 “Repair of computers and peripheral equipment” and 9512 “Repair
of communication equipment” in the new class 9510 “Repair and maintenance of
computers and communication equipment”. Group 953 “Repair and maintenance
of motor vehicles and motorcycles” based on ISIC Rev. 5 has been maintained
under Division 45 of Section G. Complete restructuring of Division 96 “Personal
service activities” with upgrade of previous classes to groups resulting in the
definition of new groups: 961 “Washing and cleaning of textile and fur products”,
962 “Hairdressing, beauty treatment, day spa and similar activities”, 963 “Funeral
and related activities”, 964 “Intermediation service activities for personal services”
and 969 “Other personal service activities n.e.c.” with the corresponding new
classes.

Activities of households as employers; undifferentiated goods-and service-
producing activities of households for own use
ISIC Rev. 4 Section T has been renamed to Section U.

This section includes the exploitation of vegetal and animal natural resources, comprising the
activities of growing crops, raising and breeding animals, harvesting timber and other plants,
production of animal products from a farm or natural habitats.

This section includes organic agriculture, soilless crop cultivation, hydroponics and aquaponics,
aquaculture, the growing of genetically modified crops and the raising of genetically modified
animals.

This section excludes undifferentiated subsistence goods-producing activities of households, which
are classified in class 9810.

DIVISION 01 CROPS AND ANIMAL PRODUCTION, HUNTING AND RELATED SERVICE
ACTIVITIES

This division includes two basic activities, namely the production of crop
products and the production of animal products. This division includes the
growing of crops on open land, under cover or in greenhouses. Group 015
(Mixed farming) breaks with the usual principles for identifying main activity. It
accepts that many agricultural units have reasonably balanced crop and animal
production and that it would be arbitrary to classify them in one category or the
other.

This division includes the soilless cultivation of crops, including hydroponics and
aquaponics. This division also includes service activities incidental to
agriculture, as well as hunting, trapping and related activities.

Agricultural activities exclude any subsequent processing of the agricultural
products (classified under divisions 10 and 11 (Manufacture of food products
and beverages) and division 12 (Manufacture of tobacco products)), beyond
that needed to prepare them for the primary markets. The preparation of
products for the primary markets is included here.

A-1
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The division excludes field construction (e.g. agricultural land terracing,
drainage, preparing rice paddies, etc.) classified in section F (Construction) and
buyers and cooperative associations engaged in the marketing of farm products
classified in section G. Also excluded is the landscape service activities, which
is classified in class 8130.

GROUP 011 Growing of non-perennial crops

This group includes the growing of non-perennial crops, i.e., plants that do not
last for more than two growing seasons. Included is the growing of these plants
for the purpose of seed production.

GROUP 012  Growing of perennial crops

This group includes the growing of perennial crops, i.e., plants that last for more
than two growing seasons, either dying back after each season or growing
continuously. Included is the growing of these plants for the purpose of seed
production.

GROUP 013  Plant propagation

This group includes the production of all vegetative planting materials, including
cuttings, suckers and seedlings for direct plant propagation or to create plant
grafting stock into which selected scion is grafted for eventual planting to
produce crops. This group includes the growing of plants for planting; growing
of plants for ornamental purposes, including turf for transplanting; growing of
live plants for bulbs, tubers and roots; cuttings and slips; mushroom spawn; and
operation of tree nurseries, except forest tree nurseries.

This group excludes the growing of plants for the purpose of seed production
and the operation of forest tree nurseries.

GROUP 014  Animal production

This group includes husbandry (farm), breeding and production of all animals,
except aquatic animals. This group excludes the farm animal boarding and care
and production of hides and skins from slaughterhouses.

GROUP 015  Mixed farming

This group includes the combined production of crops and animals without a
specialised production of crops or animals. The size of the overall farming
operation is not a determining factor. If, for example, either production of crops
or animals in a given unit is 66% or more of standard output, the combined
activity should not be included here but allocated to crop or animal farming.

This group excludes mixed crop farming (see groups 011 and 012) and mixed
animal farming (see group 014).

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GROUP 016  Support activities to agriculture and post-harvest crops

This group includes activities incidental to agricultural production and activities
similar to agriculture but not undertaken for production purposes (in the sense
of harvesting agricultural products), usually done on a fee or contract basis. It
also includes post-harvest crop activities, aimed at preparing agricultural
products for the primary market.

GROUP 017  Hunting, trapping and related service activities

This group includes the hunting and trapping on a commercial basis; taking of
wild animals (dead or alive) for food, fur, skin, for animal population control or
for use in research, in zoos or as pets; production of fur skins, reptile or bird
skins from hunting or trapping activities; catching of frogs and toads in the wild;
and collecting of snails in the wild.

This group also includes the land-based catching of sea mammals such as
walruses and seals, the hunting of foxes, minks and wolves to protect livestock,
hunting for animal population control.

This group excludes the production of fur skins, skins of birds and reptiles from
land farms, raising of game animals on ranching operations, pest control
(including rabbits) in connection with agriculture, catching of whales, production
of hides and skins originating from slaughterhouses, hunting for sport or
recreation and related service activities, and service activities to promote
hunting and trapping.

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FORESTRY AND LOGGING

This division includes silviculture and the production of roundwood as well as
the extraction and gathering of wild growing non-wood forest products. Besides
the production of timber, forestry activities result in products that undergo little
processing, such as firewood, charcoal and roundwood used in an
unprocessed form (e.g., pit-props and pulpwood). These activities can be
carried out in natural, semi-natural or planted forests.

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FISHING AND AQUACULTURE

This division includes capture fishery and aquaculture. Gathering marine,
brackish or freshwater fish, crustaceans, molluscs and other aquatic organisms
and products (e.g., aquatic plants, pearls, sponges). This division also includes
service activities incidental to marine or freshwater fishery or aquaculture.

Mining and quarrying include the extraction of minerals occurring naturally as solids (coal and
ores), liquids (petroleum) or gases (natural gas), from mines, seabed, and the extraction of salt
from sea water, brine, and other saline waters. Extraction can be achieved by different methods
such as underground or surface mining, well operation, seabed mining etc.

This section includes supplementary activities aimed at preparing the crude materials for
marketing, for example, crushing, grinding, cleaning, drying, sorting, beneficiation and
concentration of ores and liquefaction of natural gas. Mining activities are classified into divisions,
groups and classes on the basis of the principal mineral produced. Divisions 05, 06 are
concerned with mining and quarrying of fossil fuels (coal, lignite, petroleum, gas); divisions 07, 08
concern metal ores, various minerals and quarry products.

Some of the technical operations of this section, particularly related to the extraction of
hydrocarbons, may also be carried out for third parties by specialised units as an industrial
service which is reflected in division 09.

This section excludes the processing of extracted materials is classified under section C
(Manufacturing), which involves transforming raw materials into finished or semi-finished
products. In contrast, the use of extracted materials without undergoing any transformation,
particularly for construction purposes, is categorised under section F (Construction). Additionally,
the bottling of natural spring and mineral waters at the source, such as springs and wells (see
class 1105).

Environmental and land restoration activities related to mining are addressed under different
classifications. The remediation of mine sites, which includes efforts to restore environmental
quality after mining operations (see class 3900). Similarly, overburden removal and the
contouring of land at mine sites, which are essential for site preparation and rehabilitation, (see
class 4312).

This section includes the physical, chemical, or biological transformation of materials, substances,
or components into new products, although this cannot be used as the single universal criterion for
defining manufacturing (see remark on processing of waste below). The materials, substances, or
components undergoing transformation are either raw materials or products of agriculture, forestry,
fishing, mining, or quarrying, as well as products of other manufacturing activities. Substantial
alteration, renovation, or reconstruction of goods is generally considered to be manufacturing. The
output of a manufacturing process may be finished in the sense that it is ready for utilisation or
consumption, or it may be semi-finished in the sense that it is to become an input for further
manufacturing. For example, the output of alumina refining is the input used in the primary
production of aluminium; primary aluminium is the input for aluminium wire drawing; and aluminium
wire is the input for the manufacture of fabricated wire products.

This section includes factoryless goods producers (FGPs) that completely outsource the
transformation process but still control the production process and supply critical intellectual
property inputs, regardless of whether the principal owns the material inputs or not. The FGPs are
classified in the same class where they would have been classified if they had carried out the
manufacturing process themselves. However, this section excludes units that completely outsource
the transformation process but neither control the production process, supply the critical intellectual
property inputs, nor own the material inputs. These units are in fact purchasing the completed
goods from the manufacturer with the intention of reselling them. Such an activity is classified in
section G (Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles), specifically
according to the type of sale and the specific type of goods being sold.

Manufacture of specialised components and parts of, and accessories and attachments to,
machinery and equipment is, as a general rule, classified in the same class as the manufacture of
the machinery and equipment for which the parts and accessories are intended. Manufacture of
unspecialised components and parts of machinery and equipment, e.g. engines, pistons, electric
motors, electrical assemblies, valves, gears, roller bearings, is classified in the appropriate class
of manufacturing, without regard to the machinery and equipment in which these items may be
included. Making specialised components and accessories by moulding or extruding plastic
materials is usually included in group 222. Assembly of the component parts of manufactured
products is considered manufacturing. This includes the assembly of manufactured products from
either self-produced or purchased components.

C-1
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The recovery of waste, i.e. the processing of waste into secondary raw materials, is classified in
group 383 (Materials and other waste recovery). While this may involve physical, chemical, or
biological transformations, this is not considered to be a part of manufacturing. The primary purpose
of these activities is considered to be the treatment or processing of waste, and they are therefore
classified in section E (Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities).
However, the manufacture of new products from secondary raw materials is classified in
manufacturing, even if these processes use waste as an input. For example, the production of silver
from film waste is considered to be a manufacturing process.

Specialised maintenance and repair of industrial, commercial, and similar machinery and
equipment is, in general, classified in division 33 (Repair, maintenance and installation of
machinery and equipment). However, the repair and maintenance of computers, personal and
household goods is classified in division 95 (Other service activities). The installation of industrial
machinery and equipment, when carried out as a specialised activity, is classified in class 3320.
Maintenance, repair, and installation of equipment that forms an integral part of buildings or similar
structures, such as maintenance, repair, and installation of escalators or of air-conditioning
systems, is classified as construction in section F (Construction), if carried out at the construction
site.

As a general rule, the following activities are considered manufacturing in this section: fresh fish
processing such as oyster shucking and fish filleting, provided they are not conducted on a fishing
boat (see class 1020); milk pasteurising and bottling (see class 1050); leather converting (see class
1511); wood preserving (see class 1629); printing and related activities (see group 181); tyre
retreading (see class 2211); ready-mixed concrete production (see class 2395); electroplating,
plating, and metal heat treating (see class 2592); rebuilding or remanufacture of machinery,
including automobile engines (see class 2910); refilling or recharging of fire extinguishers; and the
manufacture and deliverance of structures and prefabricated buildings with minimal on-site
construction work.

Conversely, there are activities that, although they may involve transformation processes, are
classified in other sections of the MSIC and are therefore not considered as manufacturing. These
activities include logging and the beneficiating of agricultural products, which are classified in
section A (Agriculture, forestry and fishing); the preparation of food for immediate consumption on
the premises, which is classified in division 56 (Food and beverage service activities); the
beneficiating of ores and other minerals, classified in section B (Mining and quarrying); and the
production of gaseous fuels for energy supply through a permanent network, which is classified in
section D (Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply). The production of compost from
organic waste is classified under class 3821. Construction of structures and the assembling of
prefabricated buildings at the site of construction are classified in section F (Construction).
Assembly provided as part of a delivery or by a seller is not considered manufacturing; however, if
the assembly is the main activity provided by a contractor, it is classified in manufacturing. Activities
such as breaking bulk and redistribution in smaller lots, including packaging, repackaging, or
bottling products (e.g. liquors or chemicals), sorting of scrap, mixing paints to customer order, and
cutting metals to customer order are also excluded, as treatment that does not result in a different
good is classified in section G (Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles). Lastly, publishing and the combined activity of publishing and printing are classified
in section J (Publishing, broadcasting, and content production and distribution activities).

MANUFACTURE OF FOOD PRODUCTS

This division includes the processing of the products of agriculture, forestry and
fishing into food for humans or animals, and includes the production of various
intermediate products that are not directly food products. The activity often
generates associated products of greater or lesser value (for example, hides from
slaughtering, or oilcake from oil production). This division is organised by activities
dealing with different kinds of products: meat, fish, fruit and vegetables, fats and
oils, milk products, grain mill products, animal feeds, and other food products.
Production can be carried out for own account, as well as for third parties, as in
custom slaughtering. Some activities are considered manufacturing (for example,
those performed in bakeries, pastry shops, and prepared meat shops, etc., which
sell their own production) even though there is retail sale of the products in the
producers' own shop. However, where the processing is minimal and does not
lead to a real transformation, the unit is classified to Wholesale and retail trade;
repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles (section G). This division also includes
the manufacture of liquids considered food or that use similar manufacturing
processes, e.g. milk and fruit juice or concentrate.

GROUP 101 Processing and preserving of meat

This group includes the operation of slaughterhouses engaged in killing, dressing
or packing meat: beef, pork, poultry, lamb, rabbit, mutton, camel, etc.; production
of fresh, chilled or frozen meat in carcasses; cuts; individual portions; dried, salted
or smoked meat; and production of meat products such as sausages, salami,
puddings, andouillettes, saveloys, bolognas, péatés, rillettes, and boiled ham.
Slaughtering and processing of whales on land or on specialized vessels;
production of hides and skins originating from slaughterhouses, including
fellmongery; rendering of lard and other edible fats of animal origin; processing of
animal offal; production of pulled wool; and production of feathers and down are
also included in this group.

GROUP 102 Processing and preserving of fish, crustaceans and
molluscs

This group includes preparation and preservation of fish, crustaceans and
molluscs such as freezing, deep-freezing, drying, cooking, smoking, salting,
immersing in brine, canning, etc.; production of fish, crustacean and mollusc
products: fish fillets, roes, caviar, caviar substitutes, etc.; production of fishmeal
for human consumption or animal feed; production of meals and soluble from fish
and other aquatic animals unfit for human consumption. This group also includes
activities of factory vessels not engaged in fishing and only in the processing and
preserving of fish; processing of seaweed; removing fish heads; gutting and
cutting fish into pieces and then freezing.
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SECTION C

GROUP 103 Processing and preserving of fruits and vegetables

This group includes manufacture of food consisting chiefly of fruit or vegetables,
except ready-made dishes in frozen or canned form. It includes preserving of fruit,
nuts or vegetables by freezing, drying, immersing in oil or in vinegar, canning, etc.
It also includes manufacture of fruit or vegetable food products, manufacture of
fruit or vegetable juices, and manufacture of jams, marmalades and table jellies.
Processing and preserving of potatoes are included, such as manufacture of
prepared frozen potatoes, manufacture of dehydrated mashed potatoes,
manufacture of potato snacks, manufacture of potato crisps, and manufacture of
potato flour and meal. It also includes roasting of nuts and manufacture of nut
foods and pastes. This group also includes production of concentrates from fresh
fruits and vegetables, and manufacture of perishable prepared foods of fruit and
vegetables, such as salads, peeled or cut vegetables, including potatoes and tofu
(bean curd).

GROUP 104 Manufacture of vegetable and animal oils and fats

This group includes the manufacture of crude and refined oils and fats from
vegetable or animal materials except rendering or refining of lard and other edible
animal fats. This group includes manufacture of crude vegetable oils such as olive
oil, soya-bean oil, groundnut oil, palm oil, sunflower-seed oil, cotton-seed oil, rape,
colza or mustard oil, linseed oil etc.; non-defatted flour or meal of oilseeds, oil nuts
or oil kernels; refined vegetable oils (olive oil, soybean oil); processing of vegetable
oils (blowing, boiling, dehydration, hydrogenation, etc.); manufacture of margarine,
melanges and similar spreads, and compound cooking fats; non-edible animal oils
and fats; extraction of fish and marine mammal oils; and production of cotton
linters, oilcakes and other residual products of oil production.

GROUP 105 Manufacture of dairy products

This group includes manufacture of fresh liquid milk, pasteurized, sterilized,
homogenized and/or ultra-heat treated, manufacture of milk-based drinks,
manufacture of cream from fresh liquid milk, pasteurized, sterilized, homogenized,
manufacture of dried or concentrated milk whether or not sweetened, manufacture
of milk or cream in solid form, manufacture of butter, manufacture of yoghurt,
manufacture of cheese and curd, refining and aging of cheese, manufacture of
whey, manufacture of casein or lactose, manufacture of ice cream. This group also
includes manufacture of milk kefir and manufacture of edible ice (such as sorbet)
and frozen dessert ices.

GROUP 106 Manufacture of grain mill products, starches and starch
products

This group includes the milling of flour or meal from grains or vegetables, the
cleaning, polishing and milling of rice, as well as the micronisation and thermal
processing of flour and the manufacture of flour mixes or doughs from these

products. Also included in this group are the wet milling of corn and vegetables
and the manufacture of starch and manufacture of gluten-free mill products.

GROUP 107 Manufacture of other food products

This group includes the production of a variety of food products not included in
previous groups of this division. This includes the production of bakery products,
sugar and confectionery, macaroni, noodles and similar products, prepared meals
and dishes, processing of coffee and tea, as well as manufacture of other
perishable and specialty food products.

Often a computer
file is used to directly "drive" the printing mechanism to create the image or
electrostatic and other types of equipment (digital or non-impact printing).

Though printing and publishing can be carried out by the same unit (a newspaper,
for example), it is less and less the case that these distinct activities are carried
out in the same physical location. This division also includes the reproduction of
recorded media, e.g. compact discs, video recordings, software on discs or tapes,
records. This division excludes publishing activities (see section J) and
manufacture of products with a 3D printer which are classified according to the
product and material used.

The division also contains the manufacture of consumer electronics,
measuring, testing and navigating equipment, irradiation, electromedical and
electrotherapeutic equipment, optical instruments and equipment, and the
manufacture of magnetic and optical media. This division excludes the
manufacture of conductors for electronic use and of optical fibre cables, see
division 27.

GROUP 261  Manufacture of electronic components and boards

This group includes the manufacture of solar cells, solar panels and
photovoltaic inverters, and other electronic components and boards.

GROUP 262  Manufacture of computers and peripheral equipment

This group includes the manufacture and/or assembly of electronic computers,
such as mainframes, desktop computers, laptops and computer servers; and
computer peripheral equipment, such as storage devices and input/output
devices (printers, monitors, keyboards). Computers can be analog, digital, or
hybrid.

Digital computers, the most common type, are devices that do all of the
following: (1) store the processing program or programs and the data
immediately necessary for the execution of the program, (2) can be freely
programmed in accordance with the requirements of the user, (3) perform
arithmetical computations specified by the user and (4) execute, without human
intervention, a processing program that requires the computer to modify its
execution by logical decision during the processing run. Analog computers are
capable of simulating mathematical models and comprise at least analog
control and programming elements.
